UNDERSTANDING S&CC CHARGES
MONEY MATTERS
Town Councils are primarily funded by service and conservancy charges (S&CC) collected from residents and commercial units.
While town councils decide on the S&CC rates for their towns and receive an annual operating grant from the Government, they
are required to maintain three funds: operating fund, sinking fund, and lift replacement fund.
