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A NEW LOGO INSPIRED 
BY THE COMMUNITY

Though Joshua is not formally trained in design, 
he viewed the contest as an opportunity to express 
his connection to the community. He drew on his 
memories and experience of Jurong to create a visual 
symbol that would resonate with fellow residents.

Joshua is a lifelong resident of Jurong and has seen 
the town grow and evolve firsthand  “At different 
life stages, I’ve spent time in different parts of the 
neighbourhood, each with its own character and 
memories,” he recalled. “That journey of rediscovering 
the towns definitely shaped how I approached the 
design and what I wanted it to reflect.

Indeed, over the years, Jurong, Clementi, and Bukit 
Batok have undergone remarkable development. They 
have transformed from quiet residential estates into 
vibrant, thriving communities. This progress has brought 
new opportunities, amenities, and connections for 
residents, while still preserving the unique identity and 
close-knit spirit that define each town. Joshua wanted his 
design to celebrate both this evolution and the enduring 
sense of belonging shared by the community.

“Knowing that I’ve added to our community’s story, 
even just a small part, is something I’ll always be 
proud to share with my child,” Joshua shared. It is 
something that could help them feel more connected 
to the place they call home. 

To fellow residents, Joshua also offered an encouraging 
message, “This experience reminded me that with the 
right heart and effort, anyone can contribute”.

We thank all residents who submitted their creative 
ideas. Your contributions reflect the vibrance, pride, 
and diversity of our community, values that are central 
to our new identity. Together, we continue to build a 
place where everyone feels connected, valued, and 
proud to call home.

With the new formation of the newly constituted Town 
Council, we are embarking on a fresh new chapter — 
and what better way to mark this new beginning than 
with a brand-new logo that reflects our shared identity 
and aspirations. To involve the community in this 
milestone, we invited residents to participate in a logo 
competition — and an overwhelming 219 entries were 
received.

After careful deliberation, the winning design was 
selected: a thoughtful, symbolic logo by Joshua 
Phang, which encapsulates the values and spirit of our 
Town Council.

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As part of our efforts to bring health into the community, 
Jurong-Clementi-Bukit Batok Town Council (JRBBTC) 
signed a collaboration agreement with Ng Teng Fong 
General Hospital (NTFGH) and Jurong Community 
Hospital (JCH) on 5 April 2025, during the Town 
Council’s  5-Year Master Plan Showcase and Carnival.

This five-year collaboration focuses on integrating health 
education, preventive care, and wellness initiatives into 
shared community spaces. It will start with the upcoming 
fitness corners in JRBBTC-managed estates to better 
support frailty prevention.

Physiotherapists from NTFGH and JCH will lend their 
clinical expertise to ensure that fitness corner equipment 
across JRBBTC estates is suitable for seniors with 
varying levels of mobility. Their recommendations will 
prioritise safety, accessibility, and functionality, making 
exercise more inclusive and age-appropriate.

To further help residents use these spaces confidently 
and safely, tailored exercise routines, instructional 
signage, and easy-to-understand educational materials 
will also be developed. These tools aim to guide users in 
building healthy habits at their own pace, while reducing 
the fear of injury or misuse.

Through close cooperation between healthcare 
professionals and the Town Council, the initiative will 
empower the community — particularly older adults — 
to take charge of their physical well-being through safe, 
self-directed exercise in familiar neighbourhood settings.

The partnership aspires to support seniors in maintaining 
their strength and mobility, reduce the risks of falls and 
hospitalisation, and promote a culture of active ageing in 
the heartlands.

Together, we are reimagining public spaces not just as 
places to gather, but as springboards for better health — 
one step, stretch, and squat at a time.

The Tai Chi Wheels and Big Wheels offer similar benefits, with little added value from
having both
The arm cycle is not currently labelled as wheelchair-accessible, and its height may be
too tall for elderly wheelchair users
Strengthening machines were also missing from the original proposal — a key
component for seniors

Recommendation
Lower the height of  the arm cycle to improve wheelchair accessibility
Replace the Tai Chi Wheels with a hydraulic resistance training machine (e.g. Chest
Press, Leg Press, Seated Tricep Press, or Lat pull-down) to introduce strength training
options

This proposed change will allow wheelchair users to access arm cycle for cardio
training and JRBBTC to maximise number of  fitness domains public users are able
to work on by avoiding machines with duplicate benefits.
